The teaching practice may be configured in different 
ways. In the full-time option (over two semesters), students may structure their placement so 
that at least 30 hours are undertaken in each semester. In the part-time option, students may 
spread their placement hours over three semesters, with at least 30 hours takes place in the 
first Autumn semester.
